The Revolutionary War came as a se(iuence to many arbi­

These were the co-called "Navigation Laws." Enacted in 
1651 despite the earnest protestations of the colonists, they pro­
vided that all merchandise exported from the colonies must be 
first sent to ports in England; goods imported must be sent from 
England in British vessels; manufSacturing enterprises which 
competed in the least degree with those in England were ex­
pressly forbidden; and, lastly, numerous petty exactions as to 
property were laid upon the colonies. 

For one hundred years these despotic laws continued in force 
during which the opposition to them and their makers-grew^ 
"steadily in strength and boldness. Notably in New England-did 
resistance manifest itself. Patriotic New Englanders banded 
together and pledged themselves to buy no more than was abso­
lutely necessary from English merchants. Garments made of 
homespun cloth instead, of brocade or silk became the fashion.
