In fast, a n earth road will stand 
more traffic when it T8"8DWly 
frozen than at any other tinier 
E*cess water, however, is al 

Winter destruction begiM in 
the early fall. The best way to 
prevent such destruction is to 
forestall it. Keep the road dry 
jand- rfimf m jyr that 8Q_jong M i t , 
remains so it will not be seriously 
in j ured by frost. Keep the drains 
open, the ditches clear, remove 
ail vegetation and l i t tw, and use 
the drag freq uently. I f the road 
is kept dry to a depth of 2 feet 
below the surface there will be 
little trouble from the coldest 
winter.
