During the.past few years • great

deal of emphasis has been plated upon
feeding, breeding and culling as means
of improving the dairy herds of our
county. And this is as it should be
when we consider that the value of
the dairy products of Prince Wilhite,
fbr the year 1922 was $524,000, ac-
cording to census reports. For the
same. year the yalue of poultry pro-
ducts was listed at $323,000, a sue
sufficient to indicate that the dairy
cow is having considerable competi-
ton from the poultry dock. It Would
seem that more attention to this
branch of animal husbandry is fully
justified. In this case, the three es-
sentials are sanitation, culling and
feeding.

During the past fall more than 5,-
000 birds have been culled by the
county agent, and more than 1,000 by
the agricultural departments of the
Manassas and Haymarket High
Schools. The necessity for and ad-
vantages of culling have been well es-
tablished in the minds of the thought-
ful poultryman. But what about
feeding? Its relation to culling in
indiceted by the fact that some states
do not permit. the extension agents
to cull unless the birds are properly
fed.

Many attempts to standardize dairy
rations have failed because of the
wide variety of feeds recommended
by various experiment stations and
successful feeders. Fortunately this
is'not the case with poultry. The lay-
ing mash recommended by the Vir-
ginia Experiment Station, the Cornell
ration. the Vi'isconsin and the Vine-
land rations are essentially the same.
We may sum up the recoutmendatious
of theeenuthorities by saying that the
"staildisid" should e..intain iO
pounds of bran.

by Director John R. Hutcheson, of
Blacksburg.
He spoke primarily of farm °rm.

izations, arid the things that they
should mean to the farmers at large.
He emphasized the fact that produc-
tion is still the most important factor
the farmer has to face, that no matter
how much his product sells for if. it
was not produced economically it can „ •
not be made at a profit
He made it plain that the farmers'

organizations must take a big part
in helping the farmer to produce
more for the efforts expended; that
the dairy farmer of today, if he sue-
ceeded,Nwould have to compete with
the middle west dairyman, who has
better natural soil conditions, sad
who at present is producing milk and
melting It for • great deal less than
we Virginians, and making money on
it, and that we would have to cheapen
our production, by raising more of
the feed our cows consumed, and in-
creasing the production per cow; that
we did not need only to consider our
immediate neighbor for competition,
but the country at large.
The buying and selling end of the

business came in for their share and
in order 'of their importance.

In the afternoon, at tierequest of
the county agent, a group of about
twenty farmers met with Mr. Hutelse-
eon to consider the county's moat im-
portant sources of income, and how
some of the difficules affecting tbe
profits of Dose eould be helped. After

MAN ROBBED AND
SHOT BY BANDITS

Clarence NI. Woodyard Shot in

Thigh and Robbed of 9480

and Automobile.

Clarence M.,„Woodyard, twenty-five
years old, of 617 Orleans place porth-
east, Washington, was held Up, shot
in the thigh and robbed of his automo-
bile and $480 in cash by four colored
men near 4th and K streets on the
night of December 5, according to the
Washington Star. The young man
was taken to Casualty Hospital for
treatment of the gunshot wound. He
i; said to be a former resident of In-
dependent Hill, this county. The
Star contained the following account
of the hold up:
"Woodyard told the police he went

to that locality about 10:30 o'clock to
verify a report that he was to be held, 
upduring-the night. He declared he
had planned to get an automobile bad
of liquor in Virginia and deliver it at
a spot near the place where he was
held up. He was told he would be

-attacked probably when he made de-
livery and drove to the vicinity of 4th
end K streets to see If any members
of the hold-up party had gathered.
Three or four men appeared, he con-
tinued, and boarded his machfhe, drfv-
ing him out of it. One shot was fired.
inflicting a wound in Woodyard's
thigh. The colored men, he said,
drove away in the automobile.
"Woodyard said he had $700 in his

pocket. when attacked, but that only
$490 was taken from him while he
was in a daze from the ,ehnutd. He
'mid there was no liquor in his auto-
mobile when it was held up."
