By working
out a program that will give them
time to recover their losses,-1 think
conditions will agsain be normal .in
a few years. In the interest of the
farmers in this part of Virginia,
therefore, I would like to make the
following suggestions:

1. Give the farmers a long time
loan, from two to flve years at least.
2. jMake the rate of interest 3 per
cent 80 as to enable the borrower to
have the same rate as the Govern-
ment is paying on bonds.

3. Have the borrower give interest
bearing note, the interest payable
annually.

4. Money loaned in this way to be
used for the purchases of feed, fertili-

PROPER.CARE AND FEEDING OF

DRY COWS AND FRESH COWS

Good Dairy cows with yearly re-
cords of 300 lbs of butter fat and
over should have a dry or rest period
of 8 weeks, if cow is thin or in poor
‘condition, féed from 4 to 8 lbs of a
fitting ‘grain ration daily according
her condition, so that she will be built
up in good flesh for her next milking
period. A thin, out of condition ‘cow

' at calving time can never do her best,
and 'make the most butterfat - for
amount of feed used.

About a week before freshing, use
very little or no corn silage, substitute
hte grain mixture with 6 to 8 lbs of
wheat bran or ground oats and wheat
bran 50-50 and all the good legume
hay she cares to eat. For several
hours just before calving feed very
litlte hay or silage. A warm bran
i mazh would be béneficial. k
