TEACHERS NEEDED 

~ Department' of Ptibttc fnstnic-
tkui Simplifies Teachers' Cer-, 
tiflcates and 'ExaminatJona. 

Those who are planning to 
*"''" *'"li)rfiUjj:ilT' 1' 
tfoft on May sra M(tr%irir 
July 25th and 26th wfill be toiong 
the first to enjoy the plan of> 
simplification as institued by the 
Department of Public Instruc­
tion. 

Some of the chief features in 
the simplified plan of the exami­
nation for teachers are as fol­
lows: • 

1. Examinations are limited 
to two d&ys. —: ; 

2. Only one report is required 
from the superintendent. 

3. The number of-subjects is 
reduced to about nine, and the 
numbier of questions reduced 
from one hundred and fifty to 
seventy-five or eighty. The 
standars of requirements, how­
ever, have not in any respect 
been lowered,, but,Jiave been 
raised to a reasonable degree in 
order to guarantee a higher 
type of teaching. _.. 

4. The papers.will be exam­
ined by tfieT6cal"superih^ndehts 
as heretofore and will be review­
ed or re-examined by the super­
visors in the Department of Pub-
lie Instruction. . ' . 

5. The State Board of Exami 
ners has been discontinued. 

6. For tM exteiiSoTti of certiff 
cates, five books of the 
Course are required to be read 
as heretofore; and the examina­
tion will be baaed on only one 
booS instead of tWo; namely, 
Lincoln's "Evearyday Pedagogy."
