Situated as the plant is, adjacent to 
the Southern railway freight depot 
and right alongside the railway siding, 
it enjoys the finest possible facilities 
for the receipt and dis]^teh of grafau, 
meal and feeds. 

Customers of the company are to be 
found throughout Northern Virginia, 
where a creditable busineas has bees 
built up during the past five years.

Danville, Va., March 23—Comment­
ing on the dedine in fertaliaer prices 
which has recently taken place, W. R. 
Ogg, secretary-treasurer of th* Vir­
ginia Tobacco Growers' Association, 
stated Monday that the decline was 
cvidMitly the fruit of the resolution 
which he sponsored and wbu:h was 
adopted at a meeting of representa­
tives of various farm organisations 
in Virginia held in Lynchburg a few 
weeks ago. / 

Mr. Ogg stated that many of the 
others present at the meeting favored 
buying fertilizer co-o p e r a t i v e l y 
through a Richmond farmers' eb-op-
erative exchange, but that he took the 
ground that his organization was or­
ganized on the platform of attending 
to its own business of raising and sell­
ing tobacco at profitable prices and 
did not want to go; into the fertilizer 
business or any o t h w business mlesB 
forced to do so by condition^. 

The resolution, as drawn by Mr. 
Ogg, called upon the fertilizer com 
panlees to make a flat reduction in 
prices of fertilizer through thdr own 
eonnnercial agents in order to enable 
the farmers of Virginia to buy the 
amount of fertilizer they would need, 
It was pointed out that this action 
would benefit every farmer in Vir­
ginia, whereas, to buy tiutragh tlie 
Richmond coBcem, would only benefit 
those who were in- a position to take 
advantage of that opportunity.

THE mBOFTT OF A COMf 
TESTING ASSOCIATICW 

Testa- of a Cow Testinc Aasoda-
tk» Meets With Many In-

t^restinir Exp«i«»ees. 

(Communicated)' 
The tester of a Cow Testing Associ­

ation meets with many interestingr ex­
periences, many hard problems to 
solve, and quite a few people to keep 
in a good humor before he can call his 
wcrk a success. But when we can 
get him to tell us of some of his own 
accomplishments yon can generally 
expect bomething good. 

When Mr. Scott accepted the posi­
tion of tester of the Prince William 
Cow Testing Associa^on he had not 
"a bed of roses" but one of thorns, and 
after repeated requests Hr. Scott tells 
of one of his experiences. 

"WJien I came to the farm of Mr. A. 
who owned a herd of twenty-five cows 
and has another man running it for 
him, I found that which is generally 
expected, a low producing h«rd of 
cows. Mr. A. and I had qvdte,^ little 
talk together and he tiM me be was 
expieeting me to male* suggeadona 
that would bring the herd op to the 
point where seventy gallons of milk a 
day could be shipped. At that Ume 
from the entire herd of twnty-ftve 
cows they were only shipping forty 
gallons of milk per day. Mr. A.'s i 
quest was reasonable but as ybu know 
I can only advise a ma^ and then it's 
up to him. However, Mr. A. assured 
ine of his co-operation in carrying Mit 
my suggestions. 

After Wrighing the milk each cow 
gave and the food she was given, I 
tested the sample at milk from each 
cow thkt I had saved and worked up 
thef records so I could easily see in 
black and white just what each cow 
was doing- I ^ w several changes 
that would bring results, but as you 
know, no matter how good a cow is 
that she can't produce milk without 
feed, and it is lots better if it is the 
right kind offered. . So I recommended 
a change in the kkid of feed, that ir I 
gave him a balanced ration. Some 
cows are just like some people,. tiiey 
require more feed than p-Uiers, but it 
is a safe way to feed one' pound of 
grain' to each 3K pounds of mUk, pro 
Tided ibe cow gets all the rongiiage, 
such as silage &nd hay, she wants. So 
I made a list of each cow and the 
amount of feed she should have, there­
by cutting down the feed where it was 
not needed, and grrving more to ones 
fi^tt did need i t That is, I suggested 
that each cow be fed aeeording'to what 
she prodooes. 

I then explained my suggestiens 
fully, how they could best be carried 
out and started out for the next place. 

When I came around thfe next month 
I found tliat Mr. A. was shipping fifty 
and fifty-five gallmu of milk, a gain, 
of between ten and fifteen gallons, 
which was worUi. aboot forty-five 
cents a gallon, or between $4-60 and 
$6.76 per daŷ  You see that figures 
into money mighty fast, ao Mr. A. 
seemed very modi pleased indeed with 
the association. 

Since then the cows havo been stead­
ily increasing nhtil now, Mr. A. is 
shipping i»veny-five gallons of milk a 
day. You see the Virgiiua-Maryland 
Milk Producers Association paid thir-
ty-ux a gallon for milk in Jairaary, so 
if we figure the actual tetoms in dol­
lars and cepts for the montb of Janu­
ary it means |12.M pcẑ ^ day, or 1390 
for the entire month. 

Mr. A. is very entfaosiastie about the 
association, for you sec it chargev Mm 
less than ^ 0 dae* for the entire year 
and be tiunks that befwe qmng he 
will be getting oiver IQO galkas of 
milk per dky. 

This increase was made fn» i the 
saaw eowB, It ia tme tluit thvie ot 
tisasc cnwa have -fresboMd since I be­
gan teatfaig, b«t triiea three others 
have gone diy, and Art others wiB 
MOB be dry. 

So yon see the inritsii is mainly 
doe to feeding a balaaeed istkti ia the 
proper way, aad the vsal remlta ai« 
rsoBy greotv thaa they wem for it is 
espeeiaUy hard to bring a eow back in 
her flow a( mUk after she ia oOowed ta 

Mr. Scott has secured some wooder-
ful reaoHa in his aasociataoa wwk, aad 
we s n e e r ^ hope he win give oo some 
other iatersotiag experi^wso m the 
BMv fotsre.

gardiifg bnsiaesa, unemploymant 
and consequent poverty will b̂ n̂g it 
about. If that prove true, it will be. 
a eoBdition to which pe^Ie generally 
will have contributed by their stub­
born refusal to let their mdoey go to 
work. For it there caa.be no li^tl* 
mate excuse. 

Figoree that show how a timid pub­
lic is hoarding ite money at a timer 
when there is no plausible reason for 
it, axe startling. Thegr prove that 
there is today almost as m«ch money 
in Uding' as the total amomt in d^-. 
eulatimi in 1914. In that year tha 
mogiiey in drnilatihm was S3,419A6Sj-

Persons who liaye reason.to believe 
titat they will be charged "with evad 
ing the draft, but who did not acta-
ally do so, the adjutant general an-
Boonced, may escape the odium of be­
ing pabUely branded as a desOTter un-
jnst^ by commonicating all the facts 
of the case to him without delay. 

The final check of the draft evader 
lists is now being completed by for­
mer members of the local draft boards. 
By the end of the month the War De­
partment expects to begin making the 
lists public through the newspapers 
and by furnishing copies to city', state 
and federal police, detective agencies, 
the American Legion and other patri­
otic societies. 

In addition Secretary Weeks will 
ask Congress whea it reconvenes to 
provide funds to enaUc the War De­
partment to pay a reward of (60 to 
any person who delivan to the mili­
tary authorities a deserter from the 
.draft. Funds on hands now do not 
P«¥Sit paying the full reward. 

The department's ^st of draft eva­
ders, which is originally reported to 
the provost marshal general number 
ed nearly 490,000 names, has beat re­
duced by careful checking and by the 
apprehension of evadm to approzi 
mately 160,000 names. The final lists 
by draft districts.are now b^ng tabu­
lated by the adjutant general's oiBee. 

Of the list of nearly half a millkm 
names originally compiled it waa later 
found that more than 161,000 had ac­
tually served honorably in the armed 
forces of this country or the allies. 

As a last cheek to prevent aa far as 
possible la«nding innocent men as de­
serters, the department bad the lista 
carefully checked by' the local board 
members, the adjutant general's of 
the states and- officials of the navy 
and marine corps. Tlie reporfa, aa 
finally cheeked at Oese soozees, are 
now bong pr^ared for pobHeatioii in 
the final lists.
