The man had become so obsessed 
with the idea that he was to be elec­
trocuted tiiat Dr. Herbert Mann, the 
prison physician, suggested to CoL Le-
roy Hodges, aide to the Governor, that 
Governor Davis should write Legge a 
letter with the assurance that no such 
fate awaited him. Legge' todc his 
life before the letter reached him, and 
authoritiea now believe that he waa 
•uffering from temporary mental de-
rangem«it. .He had been working at 
the State Farm and waa only brought 
baak to tJw pmitaitiary recently tar 
treatment. 

Legge left a note addreesed to bis 
mother aalqpg l ^ t hia body be taken 
back to Loudoun county for burial, and 
jilso anc^hfr note directed to Sev. 
George W. Crabtree, of Catlott, who 
bad been interested in obtaining a par­
don for him, requesting the miniater 
-to make disposition of certain pietorea 
that belonged to him. 
/ According to information given the 

-coroner of Siciimond city, Legge had 
laeen heard to remark that one of the 
jnron who tried him bad said, after 
1̂3>e verdict had been rendered, that he 
would be electrocuted after he had 
-served his time. The wtSaa^jt^m at 
the. penitentiary, however, wwe of the 
opinion that this.waa mwely a phan­
tasy of bis brain. ' 
- Legge was tried at tlie June term of

For some years past the school, 
through its progrMsive policy and its 
experienced teaching force, has been 
steadily growing, attracting familiee 
to the town, and drawing pupils from 
all parts of Prince William county and 
from adjacent counties. For the last 
four years, owing to the increasing 
rise in prices, the small tax levy for­
merly allowed for school purposes un­
der the constitution has been inade­
quate SOT the yearly expenses, and in 
order to meet the ie«iuirements of tiie 

some cases less than half, and this in 
fatse of the fact tlmt the high school 
here ranks among the best in the state 
and has more certificate privilege than 
any in the state. Tha situation has 
been held, together by the belief that 
when the constitutional limit on tiie 
school,levy was removed, relief wo^ld 
be given through a. rais^ in the school 
appropriation. This constitutional 
limit was removed last fall by the peo­
ple at the polls. A number of the 
counties are responding at once, in or­
der to save their schools. Leesburg,
