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STATE RACE GETS 
WARMER EACH DAY 
Friends of Both Candidates De­

clare Victory Certain—Many 
Meetings Being Hdd. 

The Virginia contests for governor 
and lieutenat-governor are growing 
yu^rmtT with thî  approach of election 
4U]r. Little interest has been ex­
pressed in this section in the fight for 
the state corporation commission. 
Candidates for the other five «tate 
offices have no opposition and will ba 
declared the party nominees. Demo­
crats who vote in the primary, how­
ever, are bound to support them, al­
though t^eir names will not appear-
on the ticket , 

The candidates for the democratic 
nomination are: 

For Governor—Harry St. George 
Tucker, of Lexington, and £. Lee 
Trinkle, of Wytheville. 

Fcr Lieutenant-Governor — Julien 
Gunn, Henrico; Kenneth N. Gilpin, 
Clarke; W. BulUtt Fitzhugh, North-
ampton, and Junius E. West, Stiffolk. 

State Corporation Commission— 
Beridty D. Adanu, Charlotte; E. C. 
Folkes, Richmond. 

Attorney-General—John R. Saund­
ers, Middlesex. 

Secretary- of the Commonwealth— 
B. 0. -James, Richmond. 

Treasurer—Charles A. Johnston, 
Montgomery. 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
—Harris Hart, Roanoke. 

Commissioner of Agriculture — 
George W. Koiner, of Roanoke. 

Predictions as to who will ^e the 
next governor depend largely upon 
their soruce. This section of Virginia, 
judging from the press, is not partic­
ularly active. 

"After B ' careful investigation of 
the qpialifications and the past pcrfitical 
records of the two gentlemen,; and 
after a' study of the issues'involved 
and the attitude of each of them to-
'ward these issues, we believe . . .* that 
Hon. Harry St. George Tucker is the 
logical standard bearer of the eleC' 
torate of the state, and that be jiutly 
mraits the imqualified - support of the 
dmoeratie party," is the verdict of 
the Xioudoun Times. "It is gratifying 
to note," hopefully continoes the' 
Times, "that be has at present the en­
dorsement of a majority of the voters 
of both coonty and state aad that his 
majority is becoming larger each daypt" 

"Reverting -to the platform of Mrv 
Tucker," says the Times, "we find that 
he stands for dHciency and econoiny 
in all state departments to the end 
that' all taxes, may be reduced to the 
minimum; for better sehcol facilities 
and adequate pay for teachers; for as 
speedy construction of tlie. state high-

• way system as is consistent with good 
business; for a sound system Of farm 
credits; for improvement of industrial 
conditions and for a penal system that 
will be reformative rather than puni­
tive." 

The New York Son, oi» of the few 
national newspapers which makes a 
study of state questions Mid offers 
constmctive criticism, Iisia tUs to say 
of the Virginia contest: 

"Down in Virginia, Stats .̂̂ Senator 
E. Lee Trin&Ie, wiio will almost cer­
tainly be the next governor, is basing 
his eandid«ey npon the state manager 
idea. Mr. TriaUe, a man of snosoal 
experienee and ai>ilit7,. ^omisee to 
give tlie Old Dominion the same dB-
cient administration that a big cor-
porartion wooM expaet from its preu-
dent. He is carrying into tile stitte 
government the experiment wltidi has 
already been worked «at so aaeoen-
fuUy in 0» city manager plan. All 
this shows the trend «f the times. 
The natimi feels keenly Hm weight of 
taxati<m, and gpvernmeutal wast*, 
whether natioBal or state, inll not be 
tolerated,"

"People today, "The Observer con 
dudes, "are thinking for themselves 
as they have never done before, and 
we do not believe that the vote of this 
grand old county can be 'delivered' by 
any person or set of people." 

A special from Lawrenceville to the 
Richmond Tbnes-Dispatch, one of the 
warmest advocates of the Tucker can­
didacy, states that "seldom has a can­
didate for <^ce received such an, 
enthusiastic reception as -greeted 
Harry S t George Tucker at Lawrence­
ville. Mr. Tucker's exposition of the 
fundamental principles of this govern­
ment, and tile necessity of getting 
back to them, evoked applause seldom 
heard in the history of this county. 
Never before has such interest been 
shown in the candidate for the gnber-
natorial nomination." 

The Alexandria Gazette, committed 
to the Trinkle candidacy, reports a 
Richmond 'Mnkle meeting in this 
way: "With every seat in the house 
taken, an overflow in the gallery, with 
halls uid doorways crowded, and all 
late comers turned away, State Sena' 
tor S. Lee Trinkle 8i>oke at the John 
Marshall auditorium to what is con­
ceded to be the most entitosiastic and 
receptive political meeting staged in 
Richmond in many years. The city 
auditorium being closed for r^tairs, 
which eonid not he completed iii time 
for this meeting, this was the next 
largest auditorium in the rity of 
Richmond, and could by no mesna ac­
commodate the crowd that turned out 
to hear the Wytheville candidate. Mr. 
Trinkle dearly d^ned his position on 
taxation, schools and roads, and did 
net leave the slightest shadow of a 
doul^in the minds of his audience as 
to.liia position on these questions." . 

"He sharply answered his oppon­
ent's charge that he is a candidate 
without a platform and with nothing 
but two dead issues tied to his coat-
tails,'' the Gazette's account continues, 
"and pointed out the fact that plat­
forms are the «̂ork of parties, and not

responsibility, which must devolve on 
our next governor. 

''His conceded executive ability,"

SOLDIBR IN BATTLE 
SAI^R THAN BABT, 

SHB TELLS CONGRESS 

.Soldiers in the United SUtes army 
are safsr than the avaraga American 
baby, according to Dr. 8. Joaephiae 
Baker, speaking during tlia hearings 
on the Shantard-Townar aaateraity 
bill befcoa the intaratata and foreign 
commerce comndttee of the Houae 
yesterday. 

"In fact," said Dr. Baker, "a soldier 
in the army is eight times safer than 
a baby under tiia prasant system of 
safeguarding the health of our in­
fants." 

Dr. Baker's statement was based 
on govemmrat ftgurea covering a 
period of eighteen months of the war. 
During that time between 87,000 and 
38,000 men were killed, and during 
the same period 300,000 babiea died. 
At least on».lialf of titesa, Dr. Baker 
said, could have been aaved. She also 
declared that atatisties ahow that al­
most the same number of mothers died 
as did soldiers in tha same period: 

"There is nibra chance fw a man 
of 90 than .for a new-born baby, to 
Uve a week," aiod Dr. Phil^ Vvi 
Ingen, profesaor of diseaaes of chil­
dren of Columbia university. Dr. 
Ingen defended Oe ehSdnn^ bureau 
against attaeka as a "lay baraftn.''-r-

"Has the motor ear helped ois bln-
derad church attandanea T" is t^vim-
tioB that was raeaatiy put to several 
clergymen, aays the American Motor' 
ist (Washington). While there were 
aome wh6 thoi^rbt that the automobile 
had 'been bad for ehureh-gofaig, "the 
pradiHBinatinr impreasion waa that itp 
bad bean an ally of tha chnreb." An̂  
swariiw the quaation, the Motorist 
aays: 

The minister of a Lutheran church 
ia the East, in a town surrounded by 
a number of rural centara served ^ 
Lnthenut churehas, said: 

"In summer the automobile detracts 
from the townchureh and adds to the 
rural church. In winter we find it 
helps otnr attendances. People are 
able to get out in wet weather, and 
we have a system of bringing out ewe 
children and aged people by a volun­
teer motor-servioe league." 

According to a Methodist minister 
in a city of 100,000 in the Mid-Weat, 
many a pastor faces empty pews, par­
ticularly at night, while his congre­
gation are out tonjoyin(; themselves in 
their automobiles.

BY lUOMPSON BROTHERS

Unnily Negroes Kill Menbar of 
Own Race and Wound 

White Man. 
LoAnie Lucaa, colored, was ^ o t and 

killed in front of Gooch's Store at 
Brandy Station on last Wednesday 
night about 9 o'clock by two brothers, 
Edward and Dave Thompson. 

• The Lueas negro went to a magis­
trate irt the place and endeavored to 
swear cut a warrant for the arrest 
of the Thompsons, but was advihed to 
wait until the next morning. He went 
back to the store and the Thompsons, 
who were both armed with guns, be­
gan shooting. Lucas ran several steps 
and fell dead in the road, pierced 
with several bullets. The Thompsons 
then continued shooting and wounded 
Keith Abi>ptt, the son of I. C. Abbott, 
a prominent citizen of Brandy, and 
kilted a fine riding horse belonging to 
Carter Bunch, which Mr. Bunch had 
left tied to the hitching post Mr-
Bunch is owner of Carrico's Mill. 

Sherilf J. J. Nash, of this place, 
was notified over the phone and with 
two deputies was soon on the scene, 
but the Thompson brothers had fled, 
and, although the sheriff and a posse 
searched almost all night through ^ e 
neg^ settlemmt east of Btandy, they 
have not jnet been apprehended. 

Youiig Abbott was hurried to Char-' 
lottesville on the midnight train and 
is being treated at University Hos­
pital. The murdered man, Lonnie Lu­
cas, was a respectable colored man and 
a veteran of the World War, and it is 
alleged that the Thompsons provoked 
the qiiarreL Edward Thompson and 
his brother have lived away from this 
count; for the past six years, only 
coming ba<^ here several mcaths ago, 
when they came into a considerable 
sum of inoney on the death of another 
brother, who had his life inamrett, and 
have been living rather a sporting Ufe 
vr«r -ainciey'-Calp^er Star.

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CROWD GATHERS

(Continaed from Page 1) . , 
findcrstood the South, there would 
have been no war," he said. 

Virginia was as much the Gethse-
mane of the war between the States 
«• Belgium was of the recent war, h« 
declared, paying tribute t« heroes of 
Virginia and the South, notably in­
cluding General Lee, General Jackson 
and Jefferson Davis, preeident of the 
Confederacy, whon he "hoped to see 
in the Hall cf Fame beside the figure 
of R. E. Lee." 

"The immortal words uttered by 
Abraham Lincoln on the field of Get­
tysburg are equally applicable to Ua-
nassM and this inaugural occasion," 
Dr. Owens s§|d. "His words wouid be 
fitting on any military field where 
brave men offer their lives for a great 
principle. They would apply to any 
country and to any period <rf history. 
He said, 'We. cannot dedicate, we can-
net consecrate, we cannot hallow this 
ground. The brave men, living and 
dead, who straggled here have dedi­
cated it far beyond our poor power to 
add or detract. The world will little 
note nor long remember what we 
say here, but it will never forget 
what they did here.'" 

Senator Williams, whose speech was 
delivered in singularly happy vein, re­
ferred to himself as "a Tennessean by 
birth, a Mississippian by residence, 
and a Virginian by love." He was not 
a Confederate soldier, he owned, but 
was proud to wear the Confederate 
gray—on his head. 

' ^ e r e is no Lost Cause," Senator 
Williams declared with eai^iMis. The 
m«n of the South fought for constitu-
ticmal rights, he said, and got what 
their fathen stood for.' Lee said be 
loved the Union, and he regretted 
secession, the speaker recalled, but he 
could not draw his «word against Vir­
ginia. 

"The, race has- flowered nowhere as 
in Virginia," he said. "Lee was but 
a later type of Washington. The 
genius of ^ South moulded the na­
tion." 

Major Ewing, who introduced the 
speakers, made a brief address, chiefly 
ontUnisg the organization and pur­
pose of 4 ^ battlefield )>Brk assccia-
tioa. The sum of. 960,000 will be 
needed, he explained, $26,000 of this 
bong the purchase price of the land, 
and. the remaining 125,000 fw i i ^ 

' proremeats and additions^ including 
m«l4cers and muinments. The States 
of the Vnkm will be inyited to prarids 
menuniala to th«r heroes. 

The pairk fiuace board, beaded by 
Dr. Owens, is in charge of raising the 
foods. Kot KB officer and not a com 
mittee member is salaried, he stated. 
The treasurer is bonded as a matter 
of business for the protection of the 
association. • 

Blajor Bwing read a message from 
Representative R. Walton Moore, a 
member of the finance beard, regret­
ting that important legislation requir­
ing bis presence in Washington made 
it impossible for him to attend. Mr. 
Moore expressed his continued inter-

. est in the project and pledged anew 
his coo-peratioa in ev^ry way to make 
it a success. • . , 

Senator E. Lee Trinkle also sent a 
message of rei;ret, saying: "I regret 
exceedingly that previcus appoint-
menta make it impossible - for me to 
aec^t your iavitatioa, as I certainly 
-would like to do. As a tan of a Con­
federate BoIdi«r and aa an ex-eom-
mander of the Sons ^ Confederate 
Veterans of Virginia, I desire to ex­
press my hearty approval of the prop­
osition to'estaUbh this park, and 
assure yon that it -will give ma great 
pleasure to forward the movement in 
every way I poaxlbly can."

Parties of visitors made their way 
about afoot and in antoaiobilos gliding 
smoothly over the sward. In the dis­
tance flags summoned the visitois to 
spot* of varied historic interest—the 
staadard loved so well by the soldier 
hero whs gave especial h>st<ffic aigni-

' flcaace to the spot,: Th* "bennit blue 
flag" of the Lone Star 9taU stood 
guard o-ver the spot where General 
Barnard E. Bee, :the dls^ngaished 
Texan, fell, and the Suta and Bars 
marlced the last gallaat stand of 
Geonpa's Bartow. Many visitsrs stood 
under the grateful sha4* of the tree 
which now marks the spot wfcere-'^n*-
eral Jackson received the sobtiqmt of 
"Stonewall" from General Be*.
