VIRGINIA CROPS

Preliminary Announcement Is
Made by Agricultural Divi. -
sion for 14th Tine.

The Bureau of Census, of the De-
partment of Commerce, announces,
subject to correction, the following
preliminary figures from the Census
of Agriculture for Virginia. '

The value of all crops harvested in
Virginia in 1919 was $292,842,212.
Cornvalued at $7%,2C0,614, wheat at
$26,783,702, oats at $2,154,475, rye at
$822,039, and peanuts at $13,108.543.
The value of hay and forage was $41,-
847,694; of potatoes, $26,979,423; of
cotton, $4,330,388; of tobacco, $43,123,-
877; of apples, $14,308,026; and of
peaches, $1,363,066. As compared

1919 shows an increase of 226.2 per
cent.; corn, 170.8 per cent.; wheat,
206.2 per cent.; oats, 33.8 per cent.;

jrye, 138.8 per cent.; peanuts, 211.3 per

cent.; potatoes, 376.0 per cent.; cot-
ton, 622.4 per cent.; and tobacco, 285.5
per cent.

The acreage of corn in 1019 was
1,804,802, representing a decrease of
3.0 per cent., as compared with 1,860,-
359 acres in 1919. The sacreage of
wheat was 990,608 in 1819, as against
692,907 acres in 1909, an increase of
42.9 per cent. That of oats was 135,-
842 acres in 1919 and 204,456 in 1909,
and of rye, 57,018 acres in 1919 and
47,880 in 1909, The average yield of
corn per acre in 1919 was 23.4 bush-
els; of wheat, 11.6 bushels; and - of
oats, 14.4 bushels. The correspond-
ing figures for 1909 are 20.6 bushels of
torn, 11.7 bushels -6f whntg and 14.1
bushels of oats. ’

In 1919, 1,773,600 acres were in hay
and forage, including: 91,147 acres in
timothy, 871,896 acres in timothy and
clover mixed, 79,696 acres in clover,
45,656 acres in silage crops, and 863,-
684 acres in corn cut for forage. The
total production of hay and forage
was 1,089,282 tons, of which 380,855
tons were silage. The. total acreage
