Baby Beeves Did Unusnally 

Well This Year. 

(W. L. Browning, County Agent) 
I have had quite a lot of inquiries 

as to whether we will have a baby beat 
club this coming year, and I want this 
opportunity to teU the people of tha 
c«mty that if you want your boy er 
«i»l to feed a good calf and if We can 
get enough interested to have a goad 
bunch fed. I will do my part to grt th* 
calves. The baby beeves this year did 
unusually weU. These calves W«M 
purchased on the very top of the mar> 
k«t paying nearly thirteen cmts par 
pound for them, and in spite of that 
fact and that they were fed grain 
heavily all during the feeding period, 
neariy every boy abont broke ev«i and 
with fair premiums some made quita 
a good bit. 

1 believe I could safely say that no 
farmer in the county that has fed 
cattie grain has done what these club 
members have done, that is to comb 
out even and not loose any money. 
This can partly be accounted for be­
cause of the high quality of the cattie 
to start with, and the rapid ^ains pirt 
on by the boys. There is no reason

A QUESTION OF POUCY 
The public announcement made by the railroad 

labor board of its intention to continue considera­
tion of the dispute over rules and working condi. 
tions and not to take up demands for further wage 
reductions at this time is merely a statement of 
the board's policy. The board admits it can not 
"•hut the door in the face of either carriers or em. 
ptoyers," but it may "fix the order in which It will 
**S! ^̂ . *f<̂ ,.«>»»̂ der the numerooa nuitten rob-
znitted to it." 

Consequently nothing can prevent the railroads 
from filing at any time a petition for further de-
creases in wages and the board must accept the pe. 
titlon and grant a hearing. But the cases so filed 
need not neceuarfly be hevd in the order in which 
they are docketed. On the contrary, the board as 
a general proposition may hear and decide them as 
they see fit. 

There is in the transportation act. however a 
proviso which under certain conditions would make 
it imperative for the labor boaitl to give precedence 
to wage quesUons, It is provided that the board 
upon Its own motion, "if it is 6f the opinion that 
the dispute is likely substantially to interrupt com­
merce, shall receive for hearing, and as soon as 
practicable and with due diligence decide, aU dis­
putes with respect to the wages or salaries of em­
ployes or subordinate officisds of carriers not de­
cided as provided in section 301."Thus it will be 
seenthat it is mandatory upon the board to receive 
a petition regarding wages whenever it is pr&. 
sented by the railroads; also, that it is mandatory 
whenever the dispute "is Ukely substantiaUy to in^ 
terrupt commerce.*' upon the board to decide the 
issue "as soon as practicable and with due dili­
gence." Therefore if the dispute over rules and 
working conditions was not regarded as threaten­
ing a strike and the wage controversy did contain 
a strike threat, it cleariy would be the duty of the 
board to give precedence to the wage question. 
^ The intent of this whole title of the act is to 
avoid any interruption to the operation of any 

earner growing out of any dispute between the 
earner and the employes or subordinate officials 
hereof," and that being the case the board must 
give consideration first to those matters which 
might cause such interruption. Thus while the 
board may m a general way frame its policy and 
state its intention of postponing action upon a 
prospective complaiirt or dispute, yet its course 
^7 be largely dictated by emergencies.—Wash­

The report shows that from the 

fund of 1200,464.03 received by tiie 
localities a total ot $15476.47 was 
paid out for damages d<me t^ dogs to 
sheep and other stock, which is less 
than the amount piud out for damages 
the previous year, when tbe total 
reached ¥22,105.19. 

Payment of fees allowed under tbe 
law for destroying the dogs, and serv̂ '' 
ing warrants totaled $31,322.77. Oth­
er expenses, such as license tags, sta­
tionary, receipt cards and in some'in-
stances the sume allotted roads and 
schools before the end ot the year by 
Boards of Supervisors totaled $18,-
322.77, the total'ocpense to l3ie locali­
ties being $64,558.50, leaving a balance 
at the end of tbe year of $136,905.50 
to be applied to roads and schools. 

During the year a total of 6,793 
dogs were destroyed by thfe regular 
wardens, making a total of 13,000 dogs 
dertroyed since the enactment of the 
law in 1918. This does not indude 
dogs destroyed in tite snuOl towns and 
by persons other than game wardens. 

Game wardens obtidned a total of 
4,986 cMivietiona tot vi^ation of the 
faiw, while lieense was paU on 175340 
dogs, 149371 males and 26,479 fe­
males, net iadnding Uceaaes issued in 
vmall towns, nor dogs kept under ken­
nel Bceoses. Fawjuiar eovnty witii 
3,429, r^orted tin graatert aionber ef 
dogs. 

FriKn the fund of $37389.67 reoeiv 
ed by the d^Mrtmeot tiiere was paid 
out $24,494.08 for game warden sw-
vice, while $8328.^, was expended in 
salaries other than to game wardens, 
for Ucsnse .tags, statitmary, advertis­
ing, postage and incidentals, leaving a 
balanea as of January 31, 1921 ot $4^ 
175^5. This balaaee, it is po&^ed oat 
in the report wiD be shurted eariy IB 
tile 1921-22 Ueene year by the par-
ehase of licnse tags.
