Here rihe endeared herself to all 
with whom shs came in contact and 
there were many sad hearts in humble 
Highland homes when this young 
couple returned to Bridgewat«-for 
Mr. Hess to resume his studies there, 
yet little did any one think Uiat never 
again would tiiey behold her smiting 
face nor never again listen to the 
songs she iof ed to sing. 

Sha was taken ill Thanksj^iving 
night, after having attended a Stm-
day school convention at the Branch 
Church. M^cal aid was summoned 
but she gradually grew worse. Later 
she' was removed to Rockingham Me­
morial Hospital, where the beat atten­
tion was given her by the leading phyr 
sieiaqs of the county and the beet 
niirses available.
