Federal and State prohibition 

agents have been makinsr the li­
quor transporters seek cover in 
Boanoke. Within ten days the 
officers have captured 900 gal­
lons of ^'booze," seized fourteen 
autontobiles and sixteen men 
haee been arrested. The boot­
leggers have been kept busy ob­
taining bail for menibers of their 
clan. Great excitement prevails 
at Roanoke in the bootlegging 
world and it is said that tha 
number of bootleggers passing 
the "Dog Mouth," a rendezvous 
for underworld habi^es has been 
reduced from eighty every two 
hours to ten a day. 

Friday, January 13, proved an 
unlucky day f<Hr two cargoes of 
"com liquor" which were inter­
cepted in their alleged course 
from Roanoke to Hagerstown, by 
city and. county ofiScials just 
south of Harrisonburg last Fri­
day morning.

COUNTY BOYS AND GIRLS used a good many tomatoes and 
l^AKE FINE PROGRESS snap beans at home and sdd a 

good many also. 
As fruit was scarce this sum­

mer, it was a very good thing to 
have tomatoes to put up. There 
was a good sale for all kinds of 
vegetables we had to spare as 
many of the crops failed. My 
father and brother did most of 
^ e outside work for me as I had 
the responsibility of all the house 
work. 

We have had several interest­
ing meetings this year. At one 
of them our county agent showed 
us how to makî  bread and also 
to judge it. —In this way. we can 
tell whether our bread is good or 
not If it is not ixp to the stand­
ard it makes us work harder to 
see how quick we can make a 
perfect loaf. 

I have made more bread this 
sununar than I evor did in all my 
life. I have made somewhere 
around one hundred loaves in the 
last four or five months. I did 
not keep the exact number, but I 
made bread nearly every week. 
We like it better than baker's 
bread. I don't make it often now 
because I am going to school and 
that with the house work, is all 
I can manage. Tliis is another 
Useful thing which the canning 
club has taught me. 

I am glad that I stuck to the 
dub, for next your it will be eas­
ier than if I had missed this year. 
If nothing happens, I hope I can 
finish iuy four y^j'a course and 
teach others bow ito can and 
many other tMogs in the way 
that I have been taught.
