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SETTLE THE CLAIMS 
It has been more than three years since the 

armistice was signed. It has been more than two 
years since the treaty of Versailies was concluded 
and it has been nearly six months since the pres­
ent administration negotiated a separate peace 
with Germany, a treaty which has been ratified by 
the United States Senate and by the Gemian Min­
istry. Ratifications have been exchansed and dip­
lomatic relations befWeen the two governments 
have been resumed. 

Yet no positive move has been made to settle the 
cumulative claims which Americans hold against 

. Germany for losses illegally inflicted since 1914. 
«nd no disposition made of the hundreds of mil­
lions of dollars of "enemy"- property which the 
United States seized in this countoy after the out­
break of hostilities in April, 1917. 

President Harding has just intimated that he 
lias directed the Department of State to negotiate 
A new treaty with Germany to provide ̂ f or a diplo­
matic process whereby tiie claims of Americans 
anninst Germany and of Genmuus it«ainst Amer­
ica may be examined »nd adjusted. This means 
more delay. It means that "conversations" must 
take place between Berlin and Washington, a 
treaty drafted and agreed to, then submitted for 
ratification. After it is ratified, ratifications must 
be exdumged. Once these formalities are ov«*, a 
niixed commission, it is suggested^ will be appoin­
ted and in the course of time it will convene and 
will consider the claims that are pend^g. 

Meanwhile, the claimants will wait. They will 
be deprived of their money. Some of them prob­
ably will die before they receive a dollai*. Others 
will give up hope of ever being Indemnified for 
their losses^ Hundreds of these cjUdms are for 
loss of life itself; The Americans who. went dovm 
on the Lusitania, the Essex, the Arabic and other 
ships that wei« mereilesJsly sunk by submarines, 
lost all, of course. But their heirs and assigns re-
nuun. Other Americans^ost valuable, pr(q>erties. 

The treaty of Versailles provided foi a^uick ad­
justment of all American claims. But a fatuous 
Senate rejected that treaty. Not only did it re­
ject the treaty, but tiie same Senate has refused to 
take advantage of the claims clauses of it, to pay 

•^American claimants wl^t is due them.. Even 
a republican president ventured to invoke those 
clauses, but be met rebuff. He was remindfed that 
America was not a party to this compact and thi^ 
tiie Senatse would not grant it ev̂ en nominal recog­
nition. " 

i t is not a question of extracting cash from Ger­
many ̂  that is to say, blood from t^e tiirnip. The 
cash is m hand. This government has in its cus­
tody more than $500,000,000 of German i assets, 
jat^&rty taken over while the war wap in pieogresa. 
This property may not, perhaps, be confiscated 
outright, but firom the outset it has been regarded 
by ai. xnteiO£'.s as a guaranty fimd. It was to be 
held to satisfy American claimants, if satisfaction 
could not be exacted in any other way, Germans to 
wh(Hn the property belonged were toii to seek in­
demnification for their losses from tiieir own gov­
ernments 

It is evident that American cUumants must wait 
many more weary months before they are to re­
ceive what they are entitled to, but the adminis­
tration should expedite the settiement by evia^r 
nieaos.'—Rielunond Times-Dispatch.

kets and Crop Estimates, from 
the reports of markets and crop 
estimates for farm prices. 

The average retail price of 
foods in Norfolk, Richmond and 
Washinjgton, have been compared 
with the average farm price in 
Virgjinia, and this comparison 
shows isome startling facts in re­
gard to the spread between retail 
and farm prices. Therefore, the 
consumer is vitally interested in 
devising some plan whereby the 
coat of marketing farm products 
may be decreased. 

The average retail price of sir­
loin steak in Norfolk, Richmond 
and Washington on December 15, 
1921, which are the latest figures 
available, waa 87.3 cents per 
pound, whiieh is a decrease of 18 
per cent from December 15,1920, 
but 54 per cent greater than in 
1913. On the other hand the 
average farm price of beef cat> 
tie on December 15, 1921, was 
5.3 cents per pound, representing 
a decline of 27 per cent during 
the past year, and 10 per cent 
less than in 1913. That is, the 
consumer is paying 54 per cent 
more for his steak thwi in 1913, 
while the farmer is actually get­
ting 10 per cent less for his .cat­
tle than he did in 1913: In other 
words, the retail price of sirloin 
steak in 1913 was slightly more 
than four times tiie farm price of 
beef cattle; in 1920 the retail 
price was neariy six times the 
farm price, and in 1921 slightly 
oyer seven times. Thus it is 
seen that the spread between the 
consuiner and the produce is 
becoming greater and greater. 

Other foods also show this 
ever widening gap between thej 
retail and farm price. For in­
stance, the retail price of pork 
chops in 1913 was 2 ^ times the 
farm price; in 1920 near^ S^, 
and in 1921 nearly four times; 
the retail price of bread in 1913 
was 3 1-3 times the farm price 
of wheat; more than S ^ times 
in 1920, and more than 4% 
times in 1921; the retail price of 
floar waa neariy 2 ^ times the 
farm price of wheat in 1913: 
2 1-3 in 1920, and 2% in 1921; 
the retafl priee^of aan meal was 
nearly two. times the farm inice 
in 1913; 2% in 1920, and 3 ^ in 
1921; the retail pariee of potatoes 
waa 1 ^ times the farm price in 
1918, ZV^ times in 1920^ and 
alii^tly more than two times in 
1921. Tlie retail prices of eggs 
and chickena do not show such 
a wi<to dWerence frcnn the farm 
price, nor' has this gi^ widoied,! 
for the retail price of eggs hi 
1913 was IVi times 'the farm^ 
price, 1 1-3 in 1920, and 1 1-3 in' 
1921; and the retul price of: 
chickens was 1 ^ times the farm' 
price in 1913, 1^ in 1920, andj 
lV4fail921. 

In e(Hnmenting cm these fig-j 
ures, J. H. Meek, Director of the | 
EHvision of Maricets, of the State 
Departeoent of Agriculture, says, 
"Ilie first question that arises 
ia why is it that retail iHrices 
have not declined in the same 
im^wrtion as farm inices, and 
why is it tlaat the si»ettd be-
twe^ wbMt the pro^MO- re-
ceivea and what the c«»simier 
paya haa increaaed ao m o d ia 
the past few years?

ed directly by the producers, 
without any great amount of 
handling before they reach the 
consumers, and it is interesting 
to note that the relation of the 
retail price to the farm price for 

these pRxhieta ia jwaeticany tiia 
same for the three perioda m«^ 
tioned. Then may we not COD* 
dude that improvement in nuu> 
keting lies chie^in eo-optf»tive 
effort on the part of the produe-̂  
ers, which enables them to deliv­
er their products to the consume 
ers directy and thereby decrease 
the expense of handling and the 
price to the consumer. If the 
consumer wishes to meet the pro-
ducer in co-operative effort, it it 
desirable. The consumer is, 
tlierefore, as much concerned in 
the success of eo-operative mar­
keting as the producer, and the 
city dweller should work with 
the farmer to develop a cheaper 
and more efficient plan of mar­
keting.
