RATES ORDERED DOWN

The Interstate Commerce Commission has
sprung & surprise on the country by completing its
study of the problem of freight rate reduction and
announcing its finding sooner than was expected.}
A 'sweeping reduction in freight rates throughout
the country is ordered, the new ratag to be effec-
tive July 1.
