Three young negro
men naded Holines had come on the
boat at Tappahannock, and upon being
requested by the clerk to pay their fare
demanded state-rooms, saying if they
did nét get them they would pay no
fare to the city of Baltimore. whither
theéy were bound. The clerk informed
them that all the rooms bad been engeg-
td and insisted upon beiug paid the reg-
ular fare, which tlie three brothers all
refused to do. At this juncture Cap-
tain Mason Gourley came upand in-
formed the negrodk that they must’
either pay their fares or leave the boat.
