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Sacred Heart was built by Father William Jan at Minniewille. It
was located on Spriggs Road. The land was donated by Joseph
Cheslock. Prior to the building of the church, masses were said
in the homes of the founders.

The name Sacred Heart was chosgen bv the origiral femilies because
of their devotion to the Sacred Neart of Jesus. Some of the parish-
ioners werae of the Byzantine Rite. In 1925 they constructed 5S¢,
Mary's on Heoadly Road.

The first church was similer in structura to the present ong. Twe
noteable differences wera the steeple and a choir loft. There is
a small cemetery locatad on Spriggs Koad next to where the chusch
was built.

I+ becamse increasingly difficult te veach the church becauvse of the
terrible road conditions. Spriggs Read was not paved and cavs wvery
cften became stuck. In 1937 the church waz movad to ivs present
location on Hoadly Road. The land was donated by Mary Sholtis.
Lumbexr that had been usad in the other church was reused, 3& well as
some of the window frames.

Sacred Heart has always been a migsion church. The tirst prissts to
administer to the mission came from Woodford, a small hamlet south of
Fredericksburg. They arrived by train on Saturday and were m=t by a
parishicner at Woodbridge. They would spend the night at the navish-
ioner's home and of far mass on Sunday moraing. For a short time
Warrenton administered to Sacred Heart. 1In 1929, All Saints Chuxch in
Manassas had the responsibility for the small migsion. When Holy
Family parish was formed in 1970, Sacred Heart was transferved to the
mew parish.

In relating this short account, there is a realiizatican that the
people are the primary reason for Sacred Heart. A church is peoplie,
anyone who has come in contact with Sacyed Heavt can confivm this.
Several of our community members’ parenits were the foundexs. They,
as did their parents, fulfill a committment of caring for thie little
church. Sacred Heart will be fruly blessed if its future is as rich
as its past. )
