The church, in the historic village
of Buckland, Which'is owned by the
Northern Virginia United Methodist
Board of Missions, was slated to be
demolished and the l-acre church
site to be sold.

The board had voted in November
to demolish the church and sell the
property as part of plan to con-
solidate the church’s holdings in
preparation for the construction of
new church in the Gainesville area.

The church, which has not been
used for religious services since the
early 1960s, is presently occupied
the Mustard Seed, a non-profit thri
shop which distributes clothing
needy families. Donald Tulle
director of the Mustard Seed, saldh
was told in November that
group, which has been located in th
in the church for the past 15 years
would have to vacate the building b
the end of December. The chur
has now rescinded the December]
deadline, but the charitable group is
still searching for a new location.

Wood said the board, while it has
not yet voted to rescind its
November decision, is expected to
amend its decision to demolish the
church in light of the opposition the
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plan has received from Buckland
residents.

“It would certainly be the desire
of the board of missions to comply
with the wishes of the people there,”
Wood said. “It would certainly not
be my recommendation, as a lay
member of the board of missions,
that the building be demolished
while still realizing that the board of
missions has to dispose of the
property. The last thing I would
