Present owners bought the house and 206 acres from Evan Creel in l9Sl, as a retirement 
heme and horse- breeding farm. Present owners commissioned Washington, o.c., architect 
(now retired and living in New Ba.l t imore) R.J. "Waddy" lladsworth to design and execute the 
restoration in the 1950'•· In 1961, 168 o! t!le farm's 206 acres were sold, leavl.J'\g the 
present 3S acres. 

In 1901 Bur:lside was owned by W.L. Heuser. 
Burnside allegedly received its na.~e during the Civil War when it was newly- built and 

the Hamiltons owned it. Accordl.J'\g to Mrs. Otitan, wr.ose illAiden name was r.acu.lton, du:l.ng 
the Battle of Bull Run (2d?), General Burnside sent a warninq that the house should ~e 
eva~~ated, thus saving ~th the house and its residents from harm. A more likely explanation 
is that the house was named for its location near a creek, Catbarpin Run, "!::.urn" 
mean•ng brook or rivulet. 

Burnside is located on the Old Carolina Road, which was widened and extensively rebuilt 
in t he 1930's as Rt. lS, where it crosses Catharpin Ru.~, a tributary of Bull Run which has 
its origins i n the Bull Run Mountains and runs practically the whole width of :~estern Prince 
William County. No explanation has been found for Burnside's two entrances off Rt. lS, 
an upper and a lower one which create a driveway that loo~s around the house and past the 
ba=s.
