This
deed found in'Deed Book 21, folio 260 is from Ferdinand
Weeden to Ann Eliza Ellicott. , ;

‘ The great oaks that stand like sentinals over the house are

the striking fedture of this place, While the house has a
«charm' and homelike atmosphere, it is not notable for any
‘architectural detail, It is surrounded by an old garden, °
and on the north side are some very fine old boxwood bushes,
The house is:weather beaten %o a soft gray that blends with
the surroundings., There is a narrow central hall from which
opens the living room with a large fireplace, From this.

. Toom a door opens into the kitchen, which is a very large .

room, taking up the entire. "L“ ‘This room also has a large
fireplace. '

HISTORIGAL SIGHIFICANGE. :

‘To the east of the house is the graveyard a well cared for
plot with box bushes and other shrubs, at the rear is an un-
usually large dogwood tree. Many of the 0ld gr:ves are mar-
ked with common field stones with no inscriptions. These are
a"few inscriptions:"Wm, J. Ellicott, born March 15, 1840

died October 6th, 1916. Go. A, 49th Virginia ‘Cavalry. He was
“wounded at the battle or the Wilderness."

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HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE (Continued) '

Vhile this land was a part of - the old Brent Town aeotion, and
taere are no doubt many historiec' connections, there is no
way of verifying them. The present occupants of the house
are direct descendents of the Ellicott family that came here
from Engalnd in the 18th century and made their mark in many
Places, There were three brothers, all pioneers and founders
of the milling industry in America. Joseph, built. Ellicott

.Upper Mills on the Patapsco River in Maryland in 1781, Elli-

cott oity on the Frecericksburg Turnpike, in Maryland, was
founded by Andrew and John Ellicott. In March 1791 when L'En-
fant was appointed to superintend the laying out of Washing-
ton, D.C., Andrew Ellicott was the prineipal surveyor, Buf-

: falo is indebted to Joseph Ellicott for his foresight and per

severence for the secesslon by the Seneca Indians to the Hol-
land Land Company of the land on which the c¢ity of Buffalo
now stands, He will always be remembered for his surveys of -
uuch of New York state. There is scarcely a deed recorded.

.or a mortgage foreclosed without reference to the maps made

by him for the Holland Company. He made the original map of
New Amsterdam in 1804 the name being changed to Buffalo in
1812, The younger brother, Nathaniel, came to Occoquan ani
acquired the mills there and the Ballandine house on the
rocks, now known as "Rock Ledge". The Ellicotts were Qua-
kers and it was as tutor to the Ellicott childrén in Occo-
quan -that John Davis came to that place and left a rich me-

‘mento of his sojourn in Prince William County in his. book

"Four, Years of Travel in America". The following item was
found in Deed Book 4 folio 19 and shows that the Ellicotts:
had other interests besides the iiills in Occoquan. " This
indenture made the first day of June 1809 between Hazelwood

Thomas Triplett of the Town and County of Alexandria, D.C.
of the second part and Nathaniel Ellicott:of the Third Part;

This

was sold for $2266. After Nathaniel Ellicott’'s death, the

- property in Occoquan was taken over by the Janeyls and the
family moved farther back in the Gounty, where they have

resided ever since.
