him in the county reoords»at:the Goutt Hause, and it
was he who laid out the town and ‘'sold the land.‘

D”SGRIPTION'

The house at "Green Hill” is deaoribed by those who
have heard their elders talk of it as of log constructi
center entrance, and a long porch in front. There is
nothing now to show where the old house stood but a pil

~~ of stones from the chimneys that have long since fallem
. Until a few years ago, the unusually large spring that

supplied the old house with water could be seen, but

after several horses had been drowned there, it was
filled in.

The original houae'stood several hﬁndred yards to the
west of the presemt house, which was built about fifty

. years ago, It was the home of the late John Blight, wh

‘had married a Chapman of the family that made the milll
- at Thoroughfare Gap of considerable remowm, and who- ha

come from the lower part of the county, It now:belongs

~to the sons of Mr, John Blisht, ‘who make it - their home
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HISTORIGAL SIGNIFICANG’.;

‘The greatest interest .attached to thia aite is. the

relic. that it once housed, and which I think is not
generally Xnown to be in Prinoe William County, the
table upon which the Declaration of Independance. was

‘signed, It is.a mahogany table with a drawer, a beau-

tiful and interesting piece of furniture, but one
