VIRGINIA Gov. Thomas B. Stan-
ley made his attitude toward the
gambling boat clear yesterday
when backers of the boat met with
him in his office here. J. Carl
Hill, head of the project, painted a
glowing picture of the 14-million
dollar resort development
program of which the pleasure
boat is the first step.

Hill said complete plans for the
project envision construction of a
hotel, a motel, a wyacht -club,
swimming pools and other recrea-
