Surprisingly Moor Green has
changed little over the years,
Time hasn't leaned too vy
on the mansion.

In recent years, we learned,
much of the restoration had
been done by the late Mr. and
Mrs. John Watson Cox. The
couple’s only heir was Richard
Wheelock of Vermont, who now
owns the home and its grounds,
containing close to 825 acres.

Earliest county records in
1848 reveal that the mansion
was willed by James Hooe, son
of Howson Hooe III, to his
sister, Jane, who passed it on to
her husband, Redmon Foster.

One of Brentsville's first
trustees, James L. Foster,
owned the plantation in 1860, At
that time it contained 568
acres. Moor Green stands on
part of a tract of almost 1,000
acres granted in 1711 to
Clement Chevalle and Lewis
Renan.
