In 1817, the Prince William
land books reported that
Hooe was living "on the
premises.” The [irst separate
valuation of buildings, in
1820, charged him with
buildings worth $4,000
standing on the 482-acre

t he had obtained
the Bronaughs.

The valuation remained
unchanged until Hooe's
heath, in 1833. This s ts
that the house, which Hooe
called Moor Green in his will
and which he bequeathed to

_his son James, was standing

before 1820, although ar-
chitectural evidence suggests
that it was not built much
before 1810.

The valuation of the

buildings on the property

remained at $4,000 until 1841,

when it was reduced to §1,000,
implying that other buildi
were then removed from
tract.

At James Hooe's death in
1838, the property to
h ooe Reid
Foster, who held it until her
death in 1891,

The register was
established by the General
Assembly in 1966 as a vehicle
for identifying and call
attention to the landmarks
c_mﬂ,_an history.
