Little is known about Moor Green's
history. The land on which it stands was
part of a nearly 1,000 acre tract owned
by Clement Chevalle and Lewis Renon.
It was built in the late 1700's. In 1838
James Hooe left it to his sister Jane who
in turn willed it to her husband,
- Foster.

James L. Foster, one of Brentsville's
first trustees, owned it in 1860 when the
land had been reduced to 568 acres.

The house is said to have been used as
a hospital during the Civil War, and
Wood said there are bloodstains on the
floor to support this theory. -
