ESCRIPTION:

The 0ld road passed in front of the house. This was the :
originel road from Dunfries to Pristow, called the "Carolina
Road*, but this road has been gone for many years, and all
that can be seen of it are a few ridses, and in what is now

a cultivated field are the abutments.of a former bridge. .
As the house was bullt to face the old road, the very lovely
fan-shaped transom over the front door, now looks across the
fields, and the kitchen entrance faces the present approach.
Vhile the house is badly in need of repairs, it is still
beautiful. The lovely brick cornices are in good condition.
Thers are a few fine old trees l=ft, but most of them suc-~
cumbed to the drought several years ago. No outbuildings
are left except the smokehouse, as a Tew years ago the numer-
ous cabins on the place were all torn avay.

The winding stairway is the most striking feature of the in-
terior, and the mantel in the drawing room is beautifully
carged, but like all the wood work it has been covered with
paint in the most glaring colors.

The old kitchen is distinguished by huge cupboards that

have held food for an aray. There are threz steps which

been saqed arter the main part of Thz holss vas built.

The house is located so far fron the highway that it does not
sest o %2 well known. It is & splendid piecs of architect-
ural’ succ:zzs, end well worlh & visit .

HISTOHICAL SIGNIFICANCE:

This lerd was patentsd in 1711 by Clsmont Cheveclle and
LWL A300EL fa AWeE IE esnicl Into Stie hwinds of oulson
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settled at Occoguan, and opsreted the Ferry there for a number
of years.

The place was willed to jfames Hooe by his father, Howison Hooe,
in 1841, and is described as a tract of land at the forks of
Broad Run and Kettle Run, being @ part of the old Bristow tract.
It yas begueathed to Jane Hooe by her brother James Hooe, and
she left it to her husband, Redmond Foster. Both the Hooces

and the Fosters were large slave owners, With ®rentsville, the
county seat , only three miles away, the place must have been
t.he scene of much festivity and hospitality, although the place

‘now seems but &n echo of the past.
